[image: image1.jpg]Please find attached an application for the ISA-Eastern New York Section, Inc. Scholarship Program. The Scholarship is offered to the dependant of a current ISA-Eastern New York Section, Inc. (ISA-ENYS) member in good standing for at least the last three consecutive years. Qualified applicants must be graduating high school and applying to an accredited two or four-year college for the first time. The Scholarship is funded solely by ISA-ENYS.

The Scholarship sum is $1,000.00 (One Thousand Dollars and no cents) and is intended to offset the cost of tuition during the applicant’s first year of higher education. Scholarship moneys will be disbursed two times during the award year - once at the start of the student’s first college semester, and again at the start of the student’s second college semester. The moneys will be paid directly to the student’s college and not to the student or parent. Prior to each disbursement, the student/parent must prove eligibility by means of a letter from the college identifying the Scholarship award winner as a current student of that institution. If the Scholarship award winner fails to qualify for any semester then that and any subsequent Scholarship disbursements will be paid to the benefit of the next eligible applicant.

The Scholarship is awarded on merit based on: 
· Community involvement
· High school grade point average (GPA) 
· SAT and other standardized college admission test scores, 
· A written essay of at least five hundred (500) words addressing the applicant’s plans for their higher education and subsequent career. 
The submitted application materials will be masked and reviewed by an independent committee of community volunteers who will determine the Scholarship Award Winner. The Scholarship Award Winner will be announced at the ISA-ENYS June Monthly Meeting. The deadline for application is June 1st of every year.

Scholarship Award Rules
To qualify, an applicant’s parent or legal guardian must be a current member in good standing of ISA-ENYS for at least the last three years. The ISA-ENYS member may submit one application for each dependent graduating high school and applying to attend, or is accepted to attend, either a two year or four year college the following school year.

Applications must be postmarked by April 1st. Application submissions must include all required information to be considered valid. Submit complete applications to:

All Scholarship forms and attachments will be processed on receipt to eliminate identification of the applicant. An anonymous number will then be assigned to each and recorded. These anonymous applications will then be submitted all at once to the Scholarship Award Committee. They will then select the top five candidates based on merit, taking into consideration the applicants’ grades, standardized test scores, extracurricular activities, community involvement, and the applicants’ essays. From among the top five candidates, the Scholarship Award Committee will then rank them in final order via lottery. The Scholarship will then be awarded to the first ranked applicant, and will pass to subsequent ranked applicants should the winner become academically ineligible by not attending college in the following semester. When there are five or fewer applicants, the Scholarship Award Committee shall rank the candidates by merit alone. After award, the anonymous forms will be matched with their applicants who will then be contacted and advised of the results. Awards will be determined by May 31 and the winner notified on June 1.

The Scholarship Winner will then be invited to attend the ISA-ENYS June Monthly Meeting to receive their Scholarship Certificate.

Scholarship moneys will be paid directly to the Award Winner’s college in two $500.00 (Five Hundred Dollar and no cents) disbursements. To claim their award, the Winner, prior to the start of each semester, must submit a letter of academic eligibility from their college stating that the student is currently registered to attend the following semester and is a student in good standing. The disbursement will then be issued to the college prior to the start of that semester for credit to the Award Winners academic tuition account. The college’s letter should note any account numbers, references or other means of identification to ensure the disbursement is properly credited to the Award Winner. Address all correspondences similar to that listed above for Scholarship Application submission.

For the Award Winner to remain eligible to receive their award, they must maintain their status as a current student at a qualifying institution of higher learning, be registered to attend the following semester and be a student in good standing in accordance with that institution’s regulations. Also, the student’s parent must remain a current member of ISA-ENYS throughout the student’s eligibility period. Failure of the parent to remain a current ISA-ENYS member will invalidate their student’s eligibility, and the award will then transfer to the next eligible candidate.
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
